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It is impossible for the host of admirers of Bluey and
Curley not to begin the day with a smile.

For nearly twelve years now, we have chuckled over
the predicaments in which they find themselves. Their
antics never fail to end on the note that he who laughs last
laughs loudest. '

The variety of their experiences is almost inexhaus-
tible. Every time we meet them, they are on another job
or in a new kind of sporting, social or domestic dilemma.

Whatever they are up to, a situation develops in which
one or other can say, in Bluey and Curley language, “The
joke’s .on you mate!” Without vulgarity, Alex Gurney,
creator of the inimitable Australian pair, draws richly from
the well of pure Australian humor.

While his characters laugh at one another they laugh
at themselves. here is nothing malicious about their
hearty laughter, nor anything hurtful when they shrink
with the well-known blush rising richly across their faces.

They and their friends, and their friends’ friends and
relatives are all, as Alex himself would say, Fair Dinkum.
At their soldier reunions, awkward at their jobs, dismayed
at times with social discomfort, always they are great
cobbers and great fun.

Once again their creator gives us a selection of their
exploits to enable us to share again their irrepressible
spirits.

They and their outlook on life are unfailingly Aus-
tralian. The careful draughtsmanship of the man who
creates them and his shrewd assessment of human values
raise our chuckles because, while we are laughing with
his characters, we are laughing often at ourselves. The
tonic is good for us all.
